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Madison Masonic Lodge
Declared a National Treasure

The Madison Masonic Lodge has been
named to the National Register of
Historic Places, which is the nation’s
official list of cultural resources worthy of
preservation. The National Register is
administered by the National Park
Service, which is part of the U.S.
Department of the Interior.

The Madison Masonic Lodge was
established in 1869 and early in 1930, the
Presbyterian congregation of Madison
decided to vacate its church edifice on
Main Street with the view of erecting a
new meeting house in another part of the
town, and the suggestion was made that
the old church be purchased by Madison
Lodge and altered into a Masonic temple.

This plan appealed very strongly to the
Presbyterians and to the Masons, and was
adopted by the unanimous vote of both
organizations. The old church, a
substantial brick structure, which had
been erected in 1824, had so long
remained a landmark of the vicinity that
the congregation was most unwilling to
demolish it, or to devote it to commercial
use, and they welcomed the opportunity
of selling it for Masonic purposes.

The former church, which is now the Masonic Temple, is a

enduring construction. There is a well-
founded tradition, or rather a positive
belief, among the people of Madison,
that the bricks of which the edifice was
built were manufactured in a field lying
on the north side of the present Brittin
Street east of Alexander Avenue, and that
a small body of water, called Reynold’s
Pond, now existing at that place, fills the
excavation formed in the process of
brick-making. This pond is fed only by
springs and surface drainage, but it
always contains water, even in time of
drought.

Currently the Madison Railroad
Station, the Madison Commercial
District, the old Madison Public Library
(now the Museum of Early Trades and
Crafts) and the James Building are also
listed on the National Registry of
Historic Places.

Authorized under the National Historic
Preservation Act of 1966, the National
Register is part of a national program to
coordinate and support public and private
efforts to identify, evaluate and protect
our historic and archeological resources.
Properties listed in the Register include

districts, sites, buildings, structures and objects that are significant in

the Grand Master

As a way of getting to know our newly elected Grand Master, John M. Colligas, we have collected
a series of questions dealing with topics on Masonry in New Jersey and on the role of being the G.M.

Below we have the first set of four questions and answers by M.W. John Colligas.
Please feel free to submit your questions to the N.J. Freemason, and we will try to get them answered, if possible.

Qo: As a new brand new Grand Master, how do you go
about planning your upcoming year?

A. : The planning for my year as Grand Master began when I
indicated my intentions to run for the office of Junior Grand Warden
and began in earnest immediately upon my election as Junior Grand
Warden. My plans and the ideas for various programs were based on
my numerous conversations with the many brethren throughout the
state as I traveled in my capacity as District Deputy Grand Master for
a period of five years, and again as a member of the Ritual
Committee for several years. I took advantage of these opportunities
and capitalized on these visitations by soliciting opinions and
conversing with the brethren regarding their current perceptions of
where we are today and where we will be in the future.

° : What is your theme or message for the year and why
did you choose it?

A. : By now, many of the brethren are aware that “Focus on
Community” is the theme for my year as Grand Master. This theme
came about partly as a result of ideas gained from discussions with
the brethren and from information obtained from the Masonic
Information Center’s publication, “It’s About Time! Moving
Masonry into the 21st Century.” I first read this publication shortly
after it was published in December of 2005 and was immediately
impressed by the fact that someone had finally realized that it was
about time that we as a fraternity tackle the question of examining
the need for Masonic public awareness. Although this is not
specifically a membership growth program, through a positive
approach to public awareness, membership growth would perhaps
follow.
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Qo: N.J. has approximately 30K brothers. How do you
handle overseeing such a large group of men?

A. : As Grand Master, it is my privilege and duty to preside
over and govern all the lodges in the State of New Jersey and it is my
important trust to maintain the laws and regulations made by the
Grand Lodge for the government of the craft. So how does a Grand
Master accomplish this duty? When one thinks about this, the answer
is quite simple. It is with the assistance of the Elected Line and the
District Deputy Grand Masters. No leader in the annals of history,
Masonic or otherwise, was ever successful or earned the respect of
those governed, without soliciting the advice and counsel of his
trusted advisors and confidants. Discussions among the elected line
regarding the governing of the fraternity are held on a regular basis
and important decisions are not made without their input. Of course,
the core group of administrators is the District Deputy Grand
Masters. They are the Grand Master’s representatives in their
respective districts, the men in the trenches, and are responsible for
maintaining peace and harmony and to see that the Grand Master is
apprised of all matters occurring in the districts.

Qo : How do you plan on building upon the already solid
relationship we have with the N.J. Prince Hall lodges?

A.: Our two Grand Lodges have recently amended the
compact regarding inter-lodge visitation, thus simplifying this
process. Additionally, both Royal Arch Grand bodies have
implemented and signed a compact and both Knights Templar Grand
Bodies are about to sign a compact. We have an excellent
relationship with the Prince Hall Grand Lodge and are continuously
seeking ways to improve upon it. In fact, I recently had the privilege
of marching in the Somerville, N.J. Memorial Day Parade with
Raritan Valley Lodge, my lodge, and A.B. Cooper Lodge, of the
Prince Hall Grand Lodge, also located in Somerville, N.J. It was a
terrific experience and hopefully this will become an annual event.

students is a MAJOR accomplishment! The challenge of the
Student Assistance Team is to build up the developmental
assets and life skills of the students.

As participants return to their school districts, they carry
with them new tools to assist their students and continue to
extol the virtues of this program. Below is a quote from one
of the evaluation forms submitted by the participants:

You
have been an inspiration in that our spirit can mean just as
much as knowledge in our specific field. Thank you for
energizing me for the last sprint of this school year.”
